in July 2018. For the duration of their stay fellows receive a salary or a stipend

covering accommodation, travel, and/or living expenses in accordance with their needs and
the pertinent regulations of Tiibingen University and the DFG.

Applications should include a CV, a research proposal for the project pursued at

Tiibingen (2000 words), and an indication of the months the applicant wants to spend at the
Centre and the kind of financial support they require.
